
Alcohol Safety Procedures
For Lincoln County Events

1.  Legal drinking age individuals must obtain a wristband
in order to purchase and/or consume alcoholic  beverages.

2.   Individuals must provide proper identification and make
it readily available for each purchase.  Please take ID out of purse

or wallet to present for purchase.

3.  Alcohol sales and consumption allowed in “Designated”
areas only.

4.  Alcohol sales vendors at this event reserve the right to refuse
selling alcoholic products to obviously intoxicated individuals
and/or those causing disturbances.

5.  Alcohol sales will cease one hour before end of event.

6.  Alcohol purchases are limited to buying for self only. 

Multiple purchases not allowed!    One ID = One DRINK

7.  Absolutely NO Minors or small children!  Minors are not allowed
in designated drinking areas without their Legal Guardians.
